CASE DIGEST: AFGE, Local 779, 71 FLRA 1190 (2020) (Member Abbott dissenting)

This case concerned the negotiability of one proposal based on an unsolicited
allegation of nonnegotiability made by the Agency. Because the Union filed its petition
more than fifteen days after receiving the unsolicited allegation of nonnegotiability, the
Authority dismissed the petition without prejudice to the Union’s right to refile.

Member Abbott dissented, disagreeing with the majority’s decision to dismiss this
case and allow the Union the right to refile this negotiability dispute
